Privilege vs. prejudice, luxury vs. poverty.

The Merchant of Venice is generally considered one

of Shakespeare’s more difficult plays to present in
modern times. In Elizabethan times, prejudice
against Jews was commonplace. In our cultural era,
such a theme involving obvious anti-Semitism can

be tricky to represent sensitively, yet effectively.

The titular Merchant of the play is Antonio, who
borrows money for his mercantile endeavors from
the Jewish moneylender, Shylock. When Antonio
loses his fleet of ships during a misfortune at sea,
Shylock demands his repayment including a “pound
of flesh’ as interest. Meanw hile, noble Bassanio
seeks to marry the beautiful Portia, but has to first
prove himself worthy by solving the curious riddle
of the gold, silver and lead caskets designed by her

late father to keep her suitors at bay.

Subplots and comic relief also abound in this

entertaining and thought-provoking work!
